1. Purpose
The Nigerian Government's Anti-Corruption and Economic Crime laws and their sanction's policies and procedures, and its Regulation, and any other Nigeria's Acts or Regulations related to Fraud and Corruption, and similar offences, shall apply with respect to Public Procurement Processes and Contracts that are governed by the laws of Nigeria.
2. Requirements
2.1	The Nigerian Government requires that all parties including Procuring Entities, Tenderers, (applicants/ proposers), Consultants, Contractors and Suppliers; any Sub-contractors, Sub-consultants, Service providers or Suppliers; any Agents (whether declared or not); and any of their Personnel, involved and engaged in procurement under Nigeria's Laws and Regulation, observe the highest standard of ethics during the procurement process, selection and contract execution of all contracts, and refrain from Fraud and Corruption and fully comply with Nigeria's laws and Regulations as per paragraphs1.1above.
2.2	Nigeria's public procurement and asset disposal act describes rules to be followed and actions to be taken in dealing with Corrupt, Coercive, Obstructive, Collusive or Fraudulent practices, and Conﬂicts of Interest in procurement including consequences for offences committed. A few of the provisions noted below highlight Nigeria's policy of no tolerance for such practices and behavior:

5) An employee or agent of the procuring entity or a member of the Board or committee of the procuring entity who has a conﬂict of interest with respect to a procurement: -
a) Shall not take part in the procurement proceedings;
b) Shall not, after a procurement contract has been entered in to, take part in any decision relating to the procurement or contract; and
c) Shall not be a subcontractor for the tenderer to whom was awarded contract, or a member of the group of tenderers to whom the contract was awarded, but the subcontractor appointed shall meet all the requirements of the law.
6) An employee, agent or member described in subsection (1) who refrains from doing anything prohibited under that subsection, but for that subsection, would have been within his or her duties shall disclose the conﬂict of interest to the procuring entity;
7) If a person contravenes subsection (1) with respect to a conﬂict of interest described in subsection (5) (a) and the contract is awarded to the person or his relative or to another person in whom one of them had a direct or indirect pecuniary interest, the contract shall be terminated and all costs incurred by the public entity shall be made good by the awarding ofﬁcer. Etc.
